Even in the
most simple pieces | try to find a harmony of grain
and shape. | seek a balance in my work between the
dynamic and the serene. By playing with the tension

created by combining the circle's perfection with the
energy of pattern | am trying to make pieces that have life. | use patterns, whether created by grain
structure or organic fluting & carving or repeated geometric

shapes, to develop harmony in each of my pieces. | find
myself always looking for a new means of expression
within the turned form.”
