Report

Hollowing Techniques
The important stuff first: Grand
Thank Youo Gerrit VanNess for the use of hig
shop making these sessions possible and to Jgrry
Holmes, Bob Doop and Rick Anderson for thejr
time and work preparing blanks for the sessipn
along with their expert guidance and advicg.
Don'’t hesitate to let them know how much we
appreciate all their efforts!

Safety issues were reviewed in some detgail
since it's such an important issue in our craft f
turning. Please note that it is current club poticgt all participants in Sawdust Saturday evergsrequired
to wear a full face shield. No exceptions!

Bob explained first how to determine the insidd¢tom of the blank
in order to define the depth to which it would lmdldwed. He did this
by turning a slight ‘v’ cut at the chosen location the outside of the
blank. This gave him a marker for setting the deggitbhge on the drill
bit. This pilot hole provides both an indicator wiheaching the bot-
tom of the vessel along with clearance for chipshis customary fash-
ion of finding clever ways to accomplish thingse tdepth gauge’ he
uses on his drill bit is simply a sparkplug boatnfr the auto parts
store! Using a small bowl
gouge, a shallow cut is
made in the center of the
blank to center the drill.
With the tool rest positioned
so the drill bit is at center ht.
it's a simple matter of using
the lathe bed to keep the
drill centered from side to
side so it remains true to the desired depth. thisrsession Bob
introduced two simple tools that are his staplestlie majority of
his hollowing work: a straight and a ‘hook’ toolhd straight tool is
used for open pieces and for removing wood insidsed forms to
the point where it won't reach undercuts like ambdime rim of the
vessel. That's where the hook tool comes in to.pkeg/the name
implies, the cutter is mounted on the end of a ledadhaft so it can
reach these undercut areas of the vessel.




Everyone had an opportunity to turn both an cgahclosed vessel to
get the feel for both tools. Neither tool is oveaygressive but the hook
tool does require a light touch and must be hekt tive tool rest far
enough so only the straight portion of the bit $hades on the tool rest.

Maintaining a consistent wall thickness on etb&ollow forms is per-
haps the single most difficult part of this typetwfning. Calipers are a
must have addition to anyone’s arsenal of turnaajstto help achieve
that goal. While our fingers can offer some feedb#wey’re limited, of
course by the depth one can reach inside

the piece. Lack of a consistent wall
thickness is often the cause of cracking
due to differential drying of the wood.
When first starting out in hollowing, a
practical test is to simply saw your piece
in half at the band saw. Talk about a re-
vealing experience! Those small ridges
and valleys are exposed for the moun-
tains and ravines that they really are.
The same can be done with bowls. Since
practice is the intent of these sessions,
and should be the norm in our turn-
ing schedule too, we should be pro-
ducing practice pieces with the intent
of opening them up to see the results.
We're indeed fortunate to have tal-
ented people like Bob, Jerry and
Rick around who are also willing to
share their expertise.

We are stocking two styles. The Hobbyist which is open in back (the style
that Bonnie Klein touted when she was here last winter).

The 360 which wraps completely around
your head w/ Velcro adjustment. Both
styles come with two high grade optical
quality lenses that provide 1.6X or 2.0X
magnification.

Two stronger power lenses ( 2.25X & 2.75X) are also available and we will be stocking a limited number of
those. The stronger the power the closer the focal length. The 1.6X has a focal length of 12-14" and is great
for general turning use. The other lenses are more applicable for detail work. It's easy to change from one
lens to another.

The MagEyes are very lightweight and comfortable and flip up out of the way in a second. One of the best fea-

tures is that it is easy to look over them and under them for normal vision without having to move them out of
