Vern Leibrant Open House

September 18th and 19th was Vernon Leibrant's Open House. We had many day visitors and five
RV's and one tent. Vernon entranced us with his bowl turning, chips were flying all weekend. A
feast of a pot luck and campfire capped off the Saturday entertainment.

Our demonstrator for the

evening was John
Schrader, from the Seattle
Chapter. John showed us
how he makes a nicely
shaped bowl form with a
guarter sawn board. He
dresses the board to be
straight and true, then cuts
the board into triangles that
are then rolled up into a
circle and glued. For a
form with eight gores he
cuts them at 22 1/2 degrees and gets two circles, eight from the top of the board and eight
from the bottom of the board. Keeping them together like this makes the pattern seem natu-
ral. He glues these together with Tightbond extend, and holds these in place with a large
hose clamp. After drying and cleaning up the squeezed out glue he mounts the piece on the
lathe with cole jaws. Then the rings are parted out with a very fine kerf parting tool, starting
with the center or bottom of the object. He suggests stopping the lathe to remove each
piece as it is cut free. John uses a computer program to design the template for parting the
rings. This template is then glued to the tool rest. This is a very exacting process, as there is
no extra material. These rings are then glued up usually right on the lathe, using super glue
and the tail stock as a vise.




Proceed to turning and sanding. John uses Deft spraying lacquer, that comes in a spray can. He
first applies several coats of sanding sealer, depending on the grain of the wood. This is followed
by a light sanding with 220 wet and dry sandpaper. Be sure to remove all the sanding dust before
proceeding with the final coats of lacquer.

One very valuable tip we should all remember from this demo is
the application of the “Sharpie Ebony” foot and rim. This is done
over the sealer and before the final coats of finish. John sprays
12 coats of gloss Deft, and parts off the waste block. He final

turns the foot of the bowl and fin-
ishes as the rest. Then the bowl is
left to cure in his drying box which
is kept at 80 to 90 degrees, for 1 to
2 weeks. Without the box expect to
cure for a month or until you can
no longer smell the finish. Hand
sand with 600 grit Eagle brand
sandpaper until the finish is uni-
formly dull. The final step is buffing
out with Meguiars Diamond Cut
#105 buffing compound. He uses
an air drill and buffing pad, and 20

to 40 minutes. (Inspiring demo)

To all users of the Kellstrom coring systems — |
find setting up the tool rest height to be a nui-
sance every time | have a coring job. To expe-
dite the process, | have made a tubular spacer
which guarantees the exact height required with
no effort.

| first turned a dowel to a bit under 1 7/8” di-
ameter — my banjo is 1 7’8" wide on top — so
that | have a maximum base contact between
the banjo and the rest.

Since my banjo is for a 1” shank, | drilled a 1”
hole through the dowel and cut it off a bit long,
all still on the lathe.

All that was required then was a bit of belt
sanding until the spacer was exactly the right
length to put the cutters at spindle dead center.

Arts of Snohomish Gallery is cooperative gallery run by artist members, they will provide us
with 400+ customer mailing labels, send out press releases, put one show ad in the Everett Herald
and one show ad in the Seattle Times and will send out broadcast emails to its list of 300+ custom-
ers. We will have to make the postcard, pay for postage, and mail the cards. We also need to have
some posters and flyers made that the gallery manager will distribute. More posters and flyer can
be made for our members to distribute as we decide. The gallery estimates that the show will cost
the featured artist/s three to four hundred dollars, if that is divided up between ten artists each mem-
ber would have to pay $40 a very reasonable cost to participate in a show. The gallery also charges
a 40% commission on each sale for non-members of the Arts of Snohomish Gallery. Five North-
west Washington Woodturners signed up at the September meeting and we would like to have more
participants.

We are stocking two styles. The Hobbyist which is open in back (the style
that Bonnie Klein touted when she was here last winter).

The 360 which wraps completely around
your head w/ Velcro adjustment. Both
styles come with two high grade optical
quality lenses that provide 1.6X or 2.0X
magnification.

Two stronger power lenses ( 2.25X & 2.75X) are also available and we will be stocking a limited number of
those. The stronger the power the closer the focal length. The 1.6X has a focal length of 12-14" and is great
for general turning use. The other lenses are more applicable for detail work. It's easy to change from one
lens to another.

The MagEyes are very lightweight and comfortable and flip up out of the way in a second. One of the best fea-

tures is that it is easy to look over them and under them for normal vision without having to move them out of
